Driving Directions to the Nielsen Tree Farm: 
 

From Blue River: Take Hwy T north across the Wisconsin River, continue straight onto Hwy X and travel 
north 3 miles, turn left on Excelsior Rd and travel west ¼ mile, continue straight onto the dirt field road. 
  
From Boscobel: Take Hwy 61 north across the Wisconsin River, turn right onto Hwy’s 60 and 61and  
travel east 1 mile, turn right onto Hwy 60 and travel east 5 miles, turn left on Hwy F and travel north 3.5 
miles, turn right onto Excelsior Rd and travel east 2 miles, turn right onto dirt field road. 
 
From Richland Center: Take Hwy 80 south 10 miles, turn right onto Hwy 193 and travel south 1.5 miles, 
turn right on hwy 60 and travel west 4 miles, turn right on Hwy M and travel west ½ mile, turn right on 
Hwy X and travel north 2 miles, turn left on Excelsior Rd and travel west ¼ mile, continue straight onto the 
dirt field road. 
 
From Boaz: Take Hwy 171 west 3 miles, turn left onto Hwy F and travel south 1 mile, turn left onto Hwy 
X and travel south 6 miles, turn right on Excelsior Rd and travel west ¼ mile, continue straight onto the dirt 
field road.
